Neither the ARTIST or PURCHASER shall be liable for failure to appear, present, or perform, if such failure is caused by or due to the physical disability of (Name/Lead) ARTIST, or acts or regulations of public authorities, labor difficulties, civil tumult, strike, epidemic, interruption or delay of public transportation service, acts of God, or any cause beyond the control of either party. It is also agreed that both parties are to make their “best efforts” in order to present the program as scheduled.  PURCHASER agrees to pay ARTIST a Booking/Cancellation Fee of 50% of the total contracted performance fee (payable no later than original payment/performance date) should the PURCHASER cancel the contracted performance for any reasons other than those listed above within a 30 day period of contracted performance date.

PURCHASER agrees to provide ARTIST with a  rehearsal and/or sound check, to  be held at performance site with accompanying and/or provided in-house technician within a minimum of three  (3) hours before the first scheduled performance. 

The PURCHASER agrees that he shall pay for all rental costs incurred in the rental of equipment required by this Contract. 

The PURCHASER agrees that he shall pay for any and all transportation costs for engagements exceeding a maximum reasonable traveling distance of 300 miles or any distance exceeding 300 miles from ARTIST’s city and which the ARTIST deems as requiring alternative transportation  (i.e., commercial flight, etc.).  If flight arrangements are deemed obligatory by the stipulations of this contract, PURCHASER must provide to ARTIST and/or AGENT airline information and flight dates and times no less than two weeks from contracted performance date.

The PURCHASER agrees that he shall pay for all lodging expenses required by ARTIST during the duration of performance engagement--up to but not limited to the night preceding the first tech run through the final night of the contracted performance or performances. 

ARTIST agrees to allow full coverage of the engagement by the news media, including television and radio. Any taping by the news media will be done for the purpose of public information and not for commercial use. No performance shall be recorded, reproduced or transmitted in any matter without specific written permission from ARTIST.

ARTIST agrees to indemnify and hold the PURCHASER harmless from any and all liabilities, whether sounding in contract or tort, resulting from the ARTIST’s acts of omission within the terms of this Contract, including any claims, demands, or causes of action arising in favor of any person or entity growing out of, incident to, or resulting directly from negligence (whether sole, joint, concurring or otherwise) of ARTIST. Video Requirements:

• Projection Screen and Video Projector with DVD Player.  It is preferable to have the DVD player controls near the lighting and sound board in case one person must operate the three.

Sound Requirements: 

• PA system with CD player

• 1-2 offstage microphones(s) w/ stands connected to PA system for Live 

Voiceovers

• Depending on the natural acoustics and size of venue (exceeding 250 audience capacity), LCP will need either additional stage mikes for extra amplification or specified wireless lavalieres, which will be decided on a show-by-show and venue-by–venue basis.

• 1-2 audio monitors placed just offstage or downstage

• 1 miked speaking podium with the ability to be moved on and off stage, as needed.

 Lighting Requirements:

• Basic theatrical stage lighting setup with controllable and instant “Full Stage Wash” and “Blackout” capability. (It is preferable, but not required, to have the ability to isolate various pools of light)

Performance Space Requirements: 

• A “proscenium theater” set-up with a minimum 20’x20’ stage 

• Stage left and right covered wing space, as well as covered/curtained upstage backdrop  in order for performers to make entrances, exits, backstage crosses, and costume changes out of view of audience.  (Pipe and drapes will work in non-theatrical spaces)
